Hello Tennis Players,

We have been blessed with good weather for this time of year and it is always great to see our members out on the
court enjoying doubles on the weekends. Let's hope we have many more nice days before winter hits.

This month's newsletter deals with the ball toss on the serve and'a few."rules questions" that come up from time to
time.

Concerning the serve, the ball toss is one of the mast crucial components. Thinks about it; if your toss is all over the
place, your swing will be too. The important part of the'toss is the release point. If you let go of the toss too early,
the ball will be too far out in front when you make contact. If you release the ball late, you will be contacting the ball
too far behind your body. The best time to release the ball is when the hand that the ball is in reaches your shoulder
of that same tossing arm.

Concerning some USTA rules questions:

Is it ok to call a let when there are distractions off court (ie, a sudden loud noise)? No, one cannot call a let due to an
outside distraction.

Can | call a double hit on my opponent? No, you can ask your opponent if they hit the ball twice (double hit) but it is
their call, just as they call balls in and out on their side of the court irregardless of the fact that you may disagree.

Is it ok if my opponent gets a drink in between points (as most just get a drink on game changes)? Your opponent
may get a drink in between points as long as he/she does so in the allotted 20 seconds.

If we are playing doubles and one of the opponents drops a racket during the point, can we call a let? No, keep
playing.
