The green slopes back to front and 
anywhere short gives you a better chance of 
getting up and down.

Dear Members, 
  

Now that Summer is upon us, we will make a few adjustments to keep the course as green as possible.  You 
will see more irrigation during the day.  Both greens and the Bermuda areas.  Especially in the morning we 
will be turning on heads in areas we have traditionally struggled keeping good grass.  And of course, we will 
be hose watering the greens. 
 
In the afternoons, I have asked the staff to always go in the opposite direction of play when hose watering 
greens.  This should minimize the times you see them.  I have also asked them take άthe right of wayέ from 
the golfer for hose watering only.  I do expect them to jump right on the green as it clears, and water as fast as 
they can to be out of your way.  3to 4 minutes maximum, and often quicker than that. 
 
We will be mowing down the native areas over the next few weeks.  We will cut in high and try to keep as 
much of the grass as possible.  Then a post emergent weed control application to clean up the weeds. 
 
We should have a good temporary rock covered cart path next to the new tee box on 15 by the middle of July.  
Once the cart path is a little more water proofed we will get the Bermuda seed going on all the bare spots 
around the new tee area. 
 
I want to thank one of our members, Steve Smotherman, for the new landscape at our entrance.  The Crepe 
Myrtles and Knock Out Roses will be beautiful for many years to come.

This monthôs article gives some great reasons why tennis is ñthe game of lifeò.  In a study done 
in Denmark, 8,600 adults were followed for a 25-year period and those who played tennis lived 
significantly longer than those who were sedentary.  This is no surprise as exercise has long 

been linked to increased longevity.  The interesting finding is that those who played tennis lived 
longer than those who were regularly active.  This study showed that badminton, 4.7 years for 
playing soccer, 3.2 years for jogging and 1.5 years for those who worked out in health clubs.   
These numbers echoed the results of a 2017 study of 80,000 Brits and found that those who 
played racket sports lived longer than runners.  The researchers who conducted the Danish 
study speculated that tennis players lived longer due to the quick burst, anaerobic workouts.  
Such intervals appear to be superior to continuous moderate physical activity for improving 

health outcomes.  Tennis also forces its players to exercise a variety of muscles in the upper 
and lower bodies, while at the same time taking less of a physical toll then running.  

Emotionally, tennis has something that solo activities do not; a built-in social component.  
Cardiologist James OôKeefe noted that for both mental and physical well-being and longevity, 
weôre understanding that our social connections are probably the most important feature of 

living a long, healthy life.
